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Opened in 1869, Southwark 
Park was one of south London’s 
first public parks. The park offers 
large open spaces for walking 
and relaxing as well as formal and 
wildlife gardens, a lake, a children’s 
playground and playroom. Sports 
facilities include tennis courts, 
football pitches, an athletics track, 
informal games areas and  
a bowling green. 

In 2001 the park underwent a 
major refurbishment with Heritage 
Lottery Funds and a replica of the 
1833 bandstand from the Great 
Exhibition was replaced. A series 
of concerts take place during the 
summer months. The Victorian 
features and landscaping has been 
restored and the park now offers 
enjoyment for everyone. Facilities 
include the cafe at  the north end 
of the playground and the Cafe 
Gallery, which features regular  
exhibitions.

Dulwich Park covers 29 hectares 
and is packed with historic features, 
exciting facilities and perfect picnic 
spots. Created in 1890, Dulwich Park 
started life as farmland and a group 
of meadows known as ‘five fields’ 
and many of the ancient boundary 
oaks survive today.

Queen Mary was a regular visitor 
to the park, she loved to view the 
American Garden, famous for its 
rhododendrons which are spectacular 
when they are in bloom in May.  
A gate is named after her. 

The park was refurbished in 
2006 and offers a large children’s 
playground, an excellent cafe and a 
popular cycle hire outlet. The Francis 
Peek centre has a varied programme 
of activities to suit everyone. 

Combining a visit to the park, the 
village and the Dulwich Picture Gallery 
makes for an enjoyable day out.

Burgess Park was created to help 
transform one of Southwark’s most 
densely populated areas in the wake 
of the Second World War. For the  
next forty years the park grew 
steadily, taking in hundreds of 
demolished dwellings, thirty streets,  
a few factories, churches, and filling 
in an old canal!                                                                                           

This modern park continues to develop. 
New facilities such as the Burgess 
Youth Sports Pavilion with its ‘state of 
the art’, eco-designed changing rooms, 
cafe and all-weather football pitches, 
sit alongside unique features like 
Chumleigh Gardens and a fishing lake. 

At Chumleigh Gardens, the Grade II 
listed almshouses provide a charming 
backdrop to the cottage garden style 
planting in the central garden, while 
the rear walled garden reflects styles 
and plants from different parts of the 
world. It includes Oriental, African and 
Caribbean, Mediterranean and Islamic 
gardens. There are also raised beds 
for community gardeners and school 
groups to grow their own plants.
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
