Welcome to the December issue of the Ivy Church Lane Redevelopment Newsletter, our aim is to keep all of our
neighbours regularly updated with progress, planned activities, news and information relating to the scheme. We
will be issuing these newsletters quarterly for the duration of the project and welcome any comments and feed-
back that you may have.

Project Update

There has been a dramatic change on site since our last news-
letter. The structural steel frame and internal precast concrete
stair case have been erected and were completed on the 26th
October allowing the rear access scaffold and loading bays to be
built on the lvy Church Lane elevation. Over the last month the
metal Comfloor panels have been distributed across each floor
level and fixed into place with welded studs, reinforcing mesh
and bars were then installed across the floors to the Structural
Engineers design to give the required strength before the con-
crete was pumped up to each level to create the finished floor
slabs.
