| feel very strongly that the introduction of licensed
premises in this peaceful area right at the heart of
the park would change its whole nature.

The inevitable noise and litter which accompany
licensed premises - even if they are really well
managed - will change the experience of being in the
Sexby Garden and the other planted and wild areas
nearby. During the recent lockdown when lots of
people - understandably - came to the park to eat,
drink and meet their friends, the park stopped being
a place of refuge - something very much needed in
our big city.

I would like to propose making the area into a MAZE.

This could be open 365 days a year ( with coin-operated turnstiles if revenue was
required) with much more substantial animation at particular times of the year: it
could become a Christmas grotto at Christmas, a spooky adventure at Halloween,
an easter egg hunting ground at Easter, a holiday play area in the long summer
holidays and so on. Entry to these activities would be by an affordable paid-for
ticket with concessions for particular groups including local residents.

These periods of activity could be designed to appeal to all sections of our
community over time - older people, families with young children, teenagers and
young adults, the people who come to walk their dogs. At these times, there would
be very light refreshments available from the small building as well as small items to
buy.

The MAZE itself could be commissioned from a notable artist via a high profile
competition. This together with the way the MAZE is constructed and then used
would shine a spotlight on the Borough creating press interest and perhaps allowing
people from Southwark to support people in other boroughs or even further afield
to use unused areas of their own in imaginative ways which support community
involvement.

The CENTRE of the MAZE could change from year to year and be kept a 'secret' so
that there was always a reason to come back.

The building of the MAZE and the commissioning and running of the seasonal
activities could involved local people both as professional contractors and
volunteers creating work and building a sense of community unity. It could be
structured to include all kinds of people who either already have or want to learn
new skills.
