Our latest progress...

Currently we are continuing with mechanical and electrical works
as well as internal painting. We are now on the ground floor
working on kitchen installations (Please note new Ritchen and
bathroom installations are for the new build at Meeting House
Lane only and not existing properties on the Acorn Estate).

The scaffolding to the east elevation remains in place to allow us to
finish the ground floor brickwork. The gantry on the west elevation
has come down however we will need to re-erect the scaffolding in
order to finish the brickwork on the last two balconies.

Door entry system installations and drainage works are still in
progress and we are handing the flats over to Southwark Council
for final inspections.
